Surrounded by a beautiful tropical garden, the hotel offers a heated swimming pool with a
retractable cover, an outdoor bar, and a spacious terrace with sun loungers, lounge seating,
and restaurant tables, creating a relaxed setting for breakfast, dining, and evening cocktails.

Over the past three years, the property has undergone substantial improvements,
including electrical and fire safety compliance, modernization of plumbing and air-
conditioning systems, installation of a new heated pool system, upgraded security
systems, full Wi-Fi coverage, video surveillance, and a modern reservation and
management platform integrated with major booking portals.
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The hotel operates with a team of 8 staff members, including management, reception,
housekeeping, kitchen staff, and trainees.
